for Current Residents

2011-2012
Attached to this memo is a Housing Intent form.  Every student who currently lives in Friends housing needs to complete the form, even if you are not returning to university housing next year.  Please contact the Office of Community and Residential Development at 295-5500 if you have any questions.

Priority Consideration

Priority for housing next year will be given to students who meet the following priority consideration deadline:

Friday, March 4th by midnight - Priority consideration will be given to students who submit their Housing Intent Form by this date. Please realize that “priority” does not mean guaranteed housing!
All students who submit their applications by the priority consideration date will be assigned in the following manner: 
1. Current residents will be given an opportunity to renew their contract for their current assignment.

· All roommates must submit a Housing Intent form and application for priority consideration.

· At least one resident must currently live in the room/apartment/house.

2. Current residents will be given an opportunity to rent a different room/apartment/house.

· Students will be assigned using class rank – seniors given the highest rank, then juniors, sophomores, and freshmen. 

· Priority will be given based on GPA and, in the event of a tie, cumulative hours will be used.

· All roommates must submit a Housing Intent form and application for priority consideration.

3. After current residents are assigned, other current students will be assigned.
· Students will be assigned using class rank – seniors given the highest rank, then juniors, sophomores, and freshmen.

· All roommates must submit an application for priority consideration.

4.   Finally, Friends University reserves the right to deny assignments to on-campus and off-campus students who have displayed behavior deemed inappropriate to Community Life Standards. Students who have had a history of documented discipline issues while living on campus will be assigned after the above-mentioned assignments have been made.  Feel free to contact the Office of Community and Residential Development if you think this category may apply to you.
Students who do not meet the priority consideration date will be housed on a first come–first serve basis after other students are housed. Once all assignments have been finalized, students remaining without assignments will be placed on a waiting list. If an assignment opens, students will be contacted by order on the waiting list.
All students are required to fill out an application for their desired residence hall, apartment, or house.  

Honors Housing

Students interested in honors housing must submit a housing application by the priority consideration deadline of Monday, Feb 28 by 5 pm.  Each student also needs to complete a Housing Intent form and application.  Please list the honors house as your first priority on the form. Honors houses will be chosen first, so students not selected for an honors house will not lose priority for other housing.  Honors house applications are available in the Office of Community and Residential Development and will be distributed at the housing information sessions. Honors housing requirements include students who have achieved 29 hours of credit, maintain a current GPA of 3.0, and submit two letters of recommendation from faculty or staff members.

Room and Board Rates

The rate of all housing options includes the following utilities: water/sewer, electricity, gas, and garbage. Basic cable is also provided in Falcon Glenn, Friends Village, Falcon Flats and Smith Apartments.  Wireless network access is included at Friends Village.  Friends Village includes one phone line per bedroom and Falcon Glenn includes one phone line per living room.  Students are billed three times per year – at the beginning of fall semester, spring semester, and summer.  The monthly costs are listed below only as additional information.  Students who wish to make monthly payments must arrange a payment plan through the Student Account Services office.  Please note that the rates for Falcon Glenn, Falcon Flats, Friends Village, Smith Apartments and the University-owned houses are the cost per apartment/house.

All students are required to have a meal plan.  Students in the apartments and houses will have a meal plan for each semester.
The “2011-2012 Housing options, cost & date available” cost sheet will not be available until February 2011 - Contact the Office of Community and Residential Development, X5500
Contracts

After students have been assigned, they must sign a contract and pay the appropriate deposit.  Current deposits can be credited toward the new deposit pending any charges.  Students who have not paid the deposit or signed a contract by 5 p.m., Tuesday, April 19 will lose their assigned room/apartment/house.
Note on Room Assignments

The Office of Community and Residential Development does not find roommates/suitemates for upper classmen. You are responsible for selecting your roommates, making sure that each one meets all requirements and turns in a Housing Intent form and application.
Buyout Clause
Once a student signs a contract to live on campus, that contract becomes permanent for the length of the contract.  If a student wishes to get out of his/her contract, he/she must go through an appeals process.  If, after this process is completed, the appeal is granted, the student will be charged a percentage of his/her remaining rent as a buyout penalty.  Details regarding the buyout clause are specified in the housing contract.
